Shelt on Muller  has been in t he p hot ogr aphic industr y since he was s event een and has 
wor ked as a pr of essional phot ogr apher since 1987. His client s include some of Austr alia’s 
lar gest cor por at ions and publicat ions. I n 1996 his car eer began a new pat h when he 
became t he edit or of what became Austr alia’s highest cir culat ion phot ogr aphic 
magazine, Phot oMast er . Since t hen he has become publisher and edit or of his own 
publicat ion, Tot al I mage and Bet t er Pict ur es magazines, which combine t o f or m  
Austr alia’s highest cir culat ion phot ogr aphic magazine. He has also ser ved as edit or fo r 
ot her phot ogr aphic magzines and is also honour ed t o be asked t o wr it e f or ot her 
phot ogr aphic publicat ions bot h in Austr alia a nd over seas. His weekly phot ogr aphy 
podcast , Shut t er s I nc is among t he int er net ’s most highly r at ed and has dr awn 
t housands of list ener s f r om  ar ound t he wor ld. Shelt on lect ur es r egular ly and also enj oys 
leading int er nat ional phot ogr aphic t our s and wor kshops over seas. He has done so in 
Egypt , Viet nam, Per u, China, Cambodia an d Ar gent ina. His passion f or phot ogr aphy 
r emains af t er 25 year s wit h a c amer a in hand. 

Shelt on is a well-known f igur e in t he Austr alian phot ogr aphic a r ena. He has wor ked as a 
pr of essional phot ogr apher s ince t he 1980 ’s, and has phot ogr aphed almost ever y 
conceivable subj ect in t hat t ime! His clients include some of Austr alia’s lar gest 
cor por at ions and publicat ions. His love of phot ogr aphy cont inues.  
 
I n 1996 his car eer began a new pat h when he became t he edit or of what became 
Austr alia’s highest cir culat ion phot ogr aphic magazine, Phot oMast er . Since t hen he has 
become publisher and edit or of his own pu blicat ion, Tot al I mage, which is st ill Aust r alia’s 
highest cir culat ion phot ogr aphic magazine. Shelt on is also sought af t er t o wr it e fo r 
ot her phot ogr aphic publicat ions bot h in Austr alia and over seas.  
 
He lect ur es r egular ly f or phot ogr aphic associat ions, businesses and clubs and his 
ent er t aining, out going manner cont inues t o a t t r act audiences and phot ogr apher s eager 
t o lear n. Shelt on a lso enj oys leading int er nat ional phot ogr aphic t our s and wor kshops and 
has done so in Egypt , Viet nam, Per u, China a nd Cambodia. Apart f r om  t his, his passion fo r 
phot ogr aphy r emains af t er 25 year s wit h a ca mer a in hand.  
 
“I was honour ed t o be invit ed t o speak at a r ecent convent ion o f camer a clubs in 
Lismor e, New Sout h Wales. I t was a gat her ing of  member s f r om  t he Nor t her n p art of 
New Sout h Wales.

When Pet er Walt on was 12 year s old his f at her bought him  a Kodak Box Br ownie. I t was 
t o pr ove a milest one in his lif e. He became p assionat e about t he magic of phot ogr aphy. 
 
By his mid t eens he had b ought himself a n advanced 35m m camer a an d began spending 
his s chool holidays hit chhiking t housands of kilometr es t aking pict ur es along t he way. By 
his mid t went ies he had b ecome an accomplished amat eur landscape phot ogr apher . 
 
Event uall y P et er t ur ned his hobby int o a pr of ession and b y 1982 owned a successfu l 
com mer cial st udio in Sout h Melbour ne. Toget her wit h t hr ee associat es he was kept busy 
wit h f ashion, pr oduct , car and foo d phot ogr aphy assignment s fo r maj or adver t ising 
clients .

All t he while his per sonal passion r emained landscape phot ogr aphy, which h e pur sued 
dur ing his limit ed spar e t ime bet ween p aid j obs. The t echnical skill s gained f r om  his 
demanding st udio wor k ser ved him  well out in t he “r eal wor ldº and he was able t o 
cult ivat e sever al maj or t our ism  clients . This event uall y led t o nu mer ous over seas 
assignment s, i ncluding a c or por at e calendar pr oj ect f or Malaysia Air lines. This won an 
ASEAN  t our ism  awar d and led t o addit ional wor k t he air line in sever al count r ies. 
 
The st udio was s old so he could fo cus on his passion. When t he digit al r evolut ion ar r ived 
in t he e ar ly 90©s Pet er was t he f ir st Austr alian p hot ogr apher t o o f f er st ock images on 
CD, and one of t he f ir st t o have a st ock phot ogr aphy websit e.

Over t he year s he has phot ogr aphed sever al cof f ee t able books. These include 
“Tasmaniaº,“ Red Cent r eº, “Landscape Austr aliaº, now in its s econd pr int ing, and t he 
r ecent ly r epr int ed Reader ©s Digest book “Aust r alia©s Most Scenic Dr ivesº. To 
phot ogr aph it Pet er and h is wif e Mar gar et dr ove almost 100,000 kilomet r es ar ound 
Austr alia. 
 

His love aff air wit h phot ogr aphy r emains as str ong as ever . As well mar ket ing his s t ock 
image libr ar y www.aust r alianscenics.com  he cont inues t o p hot ogr aph ar ound Aust r alia 
and has plans f or mor e overs eas assignment s. 
 
Pet er also enj oys t eaching and shar ing his knowledge wit h ot her phot ogr aphy ent husiasts 
and has plans t o lead ext ended f ield tr ips and phot o wor kshops. The f ir st of t hese will 
be t o Tasmania©s beaut ifu l Tar kine ar ea in Apr il 2008 .

Pet er Walt on is a quiet achiever . For many y ear s his iconic landscape images have been 
widely u sed b y Aust r alian designer s, advert ising people, calendar companies and lar ge 
cor por at ions, i ncluding Aust r alia Post who have used t hem  on st amps. Reader ©s Digest ©s 
best selling coff ee t able book, "Austr alia©s Most Scenic Dr ives" was phot ogr aphed 
ent ir ely by Pet er and his wif e Mar gar et . 



Unt il r ecent ly P et er ©s images have not been of f er ed f or s ale t o t he public. Now, af t er 
t hr ee year s wor king on a unique t echnique, he is f inally making t hem  available, but t hey 
ar e in a complet ely n ew and d if f er ent fo r m.. ..... digit al paint ings. 

 

 

 

Using a magnet ic st ylus and gr aphics t ablet linked t o his comput er , Pet er painst akingly 
tr ansfo r ms his t r ademar k composit ions int o paint ings by t he applicat ion of t housands of 
digit al br ushstr okes. The f inal wor k is out put ont o art ist ©s canvas using ar chival st able 
pigment inks. The r esult is an image of extr aor dinar y beaut y  t hat will l ast f or well over 
a lif et ime. This unique ar t is now being o ff er ed f or s ale in limit ed edit ions of 100. 

I n Pet er ' s own wor ds. . ......  

"I am  pr ivileged t o have seen an d phot ogr aphed most of Aust r alia. The light colour  and 
t ext ur e of our beaut ifu l count r y is a j oy t o behold. Wit h my camer a I ©ve capt ur ed a 
lit er al r ecor d of what ©s out t her e. Now, I ©m  int er pr et ing my inner f eelings and 
r esponses t o what I ©ve seen. Much of t he inspir at ion fo r t his comes f r om  t he gr eat 
mast er s of landscape paint ing, t he r est f r om  t he sheer enj oyment of t he e xper ience. 
The t r ansit ion f r om  lens t o paint seems like a musical j our ney.... ..... my capt ur ed images 
ser ving as t he scor e, while my paint ings r epr esent t he f inal per f or mance. Thr ough t hem 
I f eel I ©m  shar ing t he e xper ience wit h people who r espond t o t he landscapes I love".

Michael Schneider  
 
St art ing out in a com mer cial E6 phot ogr aphic lab and t hen moving on as an a ssist ant t o a 
com mer cial phot ogr apher , Michael l ear nt t he t r ade by wor king in such ar eas as pr oduct , 
ar chit ect ur al, cor por at e and public r elat ions phot ogr aphy. 
 
Moving out as a f r eelance phot ogr apher , wher e a passion fo r wildlif e and nat ur e 
developed int o a decade of nat ur al hist or y wor k f or t he NZ Geogr aphic Magazine 
f ocusing o n close-up and t echnically challenging pr oj ect s. 
 
Wit h a desir e t o incor por at e st udio qualit y light ing, and t o put t he viewer eye-t o-eye 
wit h t he subj ect in it s nat ur al envir onment ; Michael developed specialist one-of f f lash 
light ing syst ems fo r macr o and close up phot ogr aphy which gave per f or mance and 
f lexibilit y n ot available wit h any commer cial syst ems. 
 
Now f ull y digit al and mainly doing commer cial wor k, t he DI Y spir it is fa r f r om  dead.
